Her intensity in her craft came out in a discussion early on in the
production during a conversation with Dollins.

"I said to him, 'You're going to realize how seriously I take this. It
might be community theater, but that doesn't mean that it has to look
like community theater. We can look good out there.' I take my
commitment very seriously. We can still have fun, but we can also look
good," Ballurio said.
